Ask for His protection and for 

His strength and boldness to fight when 

necessary. Submit your relationships to 

God and ask that He bring peace 

through the difficulties. Ask God for His 

way to be the center of all your 

relationships. 

 

• Be intentional and seek ways to apply this 

message to your relationships. Make the 

choice to put on love rather than rely on 

your feelings.
